	To orally retell key parts in a story

Listen carefully to rhymes paying attention to how they sound 
	Children in reception 
Read individual letters by saying the sounds for them 
Blend sounds into words, so that they can read short words made up of known letter– sound correspondences 
	Children in reception 
identifying initial sounds and then writing the sound with letter/s 
Form lower-case letters correctly 
	3-4 Years
Show a preference for dominant hand 

Use one-handed tools and equipment, for example, making snips in paper with scissors.
 Use a comfortable grip with good control when holding pens and pencils.


Children in Reception 
Use their core muscle strength to achieve a good posture when sitting at a table or sitting on the floor.

Develop the foundations of a handwriting style which is fast, accurate and efficient.

Explain how things work and why they might happen 
Connect one idea or action to another using a range of connectives 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Retell the story, once they have developed a deep familiarity with the text; some as exact repetition 
	Children in reception 
Read simple phrases and sentences made up of words with known letter–sound correspondences and, where necessary, a few exception words 
Read a few common exception words matched to the school’s phonic programme 
Re-read these books to build up their confidence in word reading, their fluency and their understanding and enjoyment 
	Children in reception 
Form lower-case and capital letters correctly 
Write short sentences with words with known sound-letter correspondences using a capital letter and full stop 
Re-read what they have written to check that it makes sense

The See Saw by Tom Percival 
	To rewrite the story

Ask questions to find out more and to check they understand what has been said to them 
Connect one idea or action to another using a range of connectives 
Retell the story, once they have developed a deep familiarity with the text; some as exact repetition and some in their own words 
	Children in reception 
Read simple phrases and sentences made up of words with known letter–sound correspondences and, where necessary, a few exception words 
Read a few common exception words matched to the school’s phonic programme 
	Children in reception 
Form lower-case and capital letters correctly 
Spell words by identifying the sounds and then writing the sound with letters 
Write short sentences with words with known sound-letter correspondences using a capital letter and full stop 
Re-read what they have written to check that it makes sense
