	Opportunities to support this area of learning will present themselves throughout the year. Such opportunities include, but are not limited to: 
·  The children’s interests and creativity is encouraged. A range of art resources are freely accessible during playful learning activities, both indoors and outdoors. The above learning experiences are specifically planned as adult led lessons to teach the children specific skills. 
· Construction resources such as LEGO, and Mobilo allow children to design, make and review their work. 
· Large materials such and large wooden bricks, pallets, planks, tyres and materials allow the children to work on a larger scale. 



It is important for subject leaders to remember that although EYFS staff will collect evidence and take observations of pupils learning this to help inform practitioners knowledge of pupils’ learning and inform future planning. 
Schools should not include burdensome evidence gathering requirements against any of the areas of learning in their assessment policies so that teachers can spend as much time as possible interacting with children and directly supporting their learning and development. However, teachers may find it helpful to record, in a simple way, particularly noteworthy achievements, such as what phonemes and numbers a child has learned, in order to determine what to teach next. This is sufficient to make a judgement. Sources of written or photographic evidence are not required, and teachers are not required to record evidence. EYFS Profile Handbook 2024
