	Ten Ten resources

• Personal hygiene:
· Model practices that support good hygiene, such as insisting on washing hands before snack time.
· Narrate your own decisions about healthy foods, highlighting the importance of eating plenty of fruits and vegetables.
· Help individual children to develop good personal hygiene. Acknowledge and praise their efforts. Provide regular reminders about thorough handwashing and toileting. 
· Work with parents and health visitors or the school nurse to help children who are not usually clean and dry through the day.
· Staying safe with animals. Safely with pets and other animals. 


• Know and talk about the different factors that support their overall health and wellbeing:
· regular physical activity 
·  healthy eating 
·  teeth brushing 
·  sensible amounts of ‘screen time’ 
· The internet and safety online 
·  having a good sleep routine 
·  Being a safe pedestrian - Explain to children and model how to travel safely in their local environment, including staying on the pavement, holding hands and crossing the road when walking, stopping quickly when scootering and cycling, and being sensitive to other pedestrians.

• Identify and moderate their own feelings socially and emotionally.
· Give children strategies for staying calm in the face of frustration. 
· Talk them through why we take turns, wait politely, and tidy up after ourselves and so on. 
· Encourage them to think about their own feelings and those of others by giving explicit examples of how others might feel in particular scenarios. 
· Give children space to calm down and return to an activity. 
· Support all children to recognise when their behaviour was not in accordance with the rules and why it is important to respect class rules and behave correctly towards others.
