· Physical features are made by nature. They include hills, mountains, beaches and oceans.
· Human features have been made by people and include houses, bridges and roads.
· The three main types of human settlement include cities, towns and villages.
· A location is a place or the position of something.
· Direction is the way you travel to get somewhere.
· An aerial photograph or plan perspective shows an area of land from above.
· Data is information. Data can be numbers or measurements to answer geographical questions. 
· People can protect the environment by preserving woodlands and hedgerows, recycling and getting rid of waste carefully.

London is the capital city of England, Belfast is the capital city of Northern Ireland, Edinburgh is the capital city of Scotland and Cardiff is the capital city of Wales. The countries of the United Kingdom are made up of cities, towns and villages.
· Kuala Lumpur is the capital city of Malaysia. Similarities between Kuala Lumpur and London are that both cities have a river and a zoo. Differences between Kuala Lumper and London include Kuala Lumpur having a monorail while London has over ground and underground trains.
· There are four seasons in the UK: spring, summer, autumn and winter.
· Each season has its own typical weather pattern.
· Physical features are made by nature. They include hills, mountains, beaches and oceans
·  A landmark can be made by humans or nature. They mark important places and can often be seen from far away.   A landmark can help you find your location. Some landmarks, such as places of worship, provide a service for the community. Some landmarks tell us something about the past such as statues and monuments Buckingham Palace, London Eye and Big Ben are examples of significant landmarks in London.
· A city is the largest type of settlement with the most houses, people, shops and other buildings.
· The United Kingdom (UK) is a union of four countries: England, Northern Ireland, Scotland and Wales. A capital city is a city that is home to the government and ruler of a country. London is the capital city of England, Belfast is the capital city of Northern Ireland, Edinburgh is the capital city of Scotland and Cardiff is the capital city of Wales. · A location is a place or the position of something.

· A key is used to show features on a map.
· A map has symbols to show where things are located.
· Field work includes observing and collecting data (information) about people, places and natural environments.
· Fieldwork includes going out in the environment to look, ask questions, take photographs, take measurements and collect samples.
· Important buildings can include schools, places of worship and buildings that provide a service to the community, such as shops and libraries.
· Some buildings are important because they tell us something about the past.
