Use the eight points of a compass, four and six-figure grid references, symbols and key (including the use of Ordnance Survey maps) to build their knowledge of the United Kingdom and the wider world.
Use fieldwork to observe, measure, record and present the human and physical features in the local area using a range of methods, including sketch maps, plans and graphs, and digital technologies.

	KNOWLEDGE
· Europe is a continent in the Northern Hemisphere. It has over 50 countries, including transcontinental countries such as Russia.
· European countries include France, Greece, Italy, Romania and Russia.
· Counties in the UK include Yorkshire, Suffolk, Pembrokeshire, Inverness-shire and County Armagh.
· Cities in the UK include Edinburgh in Scotland, Belfast in Northern Ireland, St Davids in Wales and Birmingham, Manchester and London in England.
· Latitude is a coordinate that specifies the north or south position of a point on the surface of the Earth. Latitude is given as an angle that ranges from -90° at the south pole to 90° at the north pole, with 0° at the equator.
· Longitude is the distance east or west of the Prime Meridian.
· Geographical features created by nature are called physical features. Physical features include beaches, cliffs and mountains. Geographical features created by humans are called human features. Human features include houses, factories and train stations.
· The crust of the Earth is divided into tectonic plates that move.
· Plates can push into each other, pull apart or slide against each other. These movements can create mountains, volcanoes, valleys and earthquakes.
· The Earth has five climate zones: desert, Mediterranean, polar, temperate and tropical.
· The Earth is made of four different layers: inner core, outer core, mantle and crust.
· The weather can affect what people do, the natural and built environment.
· Excessive precipitation includes thunderstorms, downbursts, tornadoes, waterspouts, tropical cyclones, extratropical cyclones, blizzards and ice storms.
· Services include banks, post offices, hospitals, public transport and garages. Land use types include leisure, housing, industry, transport and agriculture.
· Cities are characterised by factors such as size, population, location and their physical and human features.
· A person’s carbon footprint is the amount of carbon dioxide released into the atmosphere from their activities. People can reduce their carbon footprint by driving less, eating less meat, flying less and wasting less food and products.
· Maps, globes and digital mapping tools can help to locate and describe significant geographical features such as countries, oceans and seas.
· The eight points of a compass are north, south, east, west, north-east, north-west, south-east and south-west.
· Primary data refers to the first hand data gathered by observation and investigation.
· A four-figure grid reference contains four numbers. The first two numbers are called the easting and are found along the top and bottom of a map. The second two numbers are called the northing and are found up both sides of a map.
· Geographical evidence includes facts, information and numerical data.
