The Yangtze River;

The Yangtze river is the third longest river in the world and the longest in Asia. It
flows from west to east across China and runs over 3900 miles to its mouth at the
East China Sea.

The upper forests on the Yangtze river are home to the famous giant panda while the
middle and lower sections are inhabited by the Yangtze finless porpoise. The banks of
the river also provide shelter and food for around 280 mammal species

The\VolgalRiver)

The Volga river is the longest in Europe and
flows across Russia for around 2200 miles
before reaching its mouth at the Caspian Sea.

A delta is the area around the mouth of the river where sand and mud are dropped by
water flowing into the sea. This creates marshland and streams. White-tailed sea eagles
and little egrets nest on the Volga delta and beluga sturgeon fish also live there. Their

eggs are used to make caviar, which is one of the most expensive foods in the world.
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The Nile is the longest river in the world. It runs 4100 miles from its souree in Sudan
to its mouth at the Mediterranean Sea on the coast of Eqypt.

The river is home to hundreds of spectacular species, including hippos, monitor lizards
and the famous Nile crocodiles. The animals of the Nile have been feared and respected
since the ancient Egyptians settled on its banks.
